He shared with everyone, and all
were welcome to share in his life. He was a great guy who lived a good life
and did the right things. Holidays were special for him and good times for
family and friends. He was so touched by the way his children, grandchildren,
and extended family evolved into such good people leading good lives. He
had a desire to keep his loved ones close and hold true to honesty and good
core values.

Anthony was most grateful for the respect and loyalty of his family. Although
he was independent and self-sufficient, he was the patriarch of the family he
started, and he got to know the minds and hearts of all of them. He never
missed a beat.

Slim enjoyed playing chess, and he did it with great skill. He also had a fancy
for games of chance at the casino, and Poker. He was a fan of all the New
York sports teams, the Yankees, Jets, and Syracuse, and he was the best
