 Antoinette began her working career at Berger’s Department Store, and later
worked at The Boston Store in the Housewares Department where fine China
was her forté. She subsequently was employed by the Utica City School
District in the Central Kitchen.

She was the matriarch
of her family and was committed to her children as they grew older. She was a
communicant of St. Mary of Mt. Carmel/Blessed Sacrament Parish.
