Mr. Edmund T. Trevisani, Sr., Ret. U.P.D., age 88, of Utica, passed away on
Wednesday, September 21, 2011 at the St. Elizabeth Medical Center with his
loving family by his side.

Born in Utica on March 24, 1923, Edmund was the son of the late Tommazo
“Thomas” and Angelina (Filomena) Trevisani. He was raised and educated
locally attending T.R. Proctor High School.

Street. At home, he was a patriarch and provider particularly proud of his
family and his profession. The unity of his family and their well-being were his
focus in life. Through his example, he provided his children with a strong work
ethic and impressed upon them the importance of education. He had finesse
on the dance floor and loved to move to the music of the Big Bands of his
generation with his wife in his arms. He was a member of the Sons of Italy



Utica Lodge #2054 and was active in the American Legion. He was a loyal NY
Yankees fan. A man motivated by love and a sense of duty, Edmund honored
his family, his country, and his community. As a man of faith, he was devoted
to his God and Catholic creed and was a communicant of St. Mary of Mt.
Carmel/Blessed Sacrament Parish.
