Mr. Francis G. “Frank” Jewett, Sr., age 67, of Marcy, passed away
unexpectedly on Monday, August 15, 2011in the privacy of his home with the
love and support of his family. 

 Francis was born in Utica on November 27, 1943, the son of Margaret
