She was an active parishioner of St. Anthony & St. Agnes Church and those
who were involved with the parish festivals were amazed by her
organizational skills and her "take charge" personality- especially in the
process and production of the pizza fritta! This talent was inherited from a long
family line of relatives who were proudly involved with the church. Jennie often
relied on her faith to guide her through troubled times and prayed diligently for
others who suffered from illness of any kind, often giving them courage and
joy through her zest for Christian brotherhood and power of prayer.
