She
enjoyed socializing at the East Side Senior Center, and was a parishioner of
St. Anthony of Padua Church. 

 Josephine is survived by many nieces, nephews, great-nieces, great-
nephews, cousins, in-laws, and her sister-in-law, Dora Martello. She also
leaves many dear friends and close neighbors. She was predeceased by her
sister, Theresa J. Jones; and her brothers, Joseph Randazzo, James “Jack”
