 Born in Utica on June 22, 1955, Marie was the daughter of Grace (LaParne)
Pugliese and the late Patsy J. DeCarlo; she also knew the love and parenting
of the late Frank Pugliese who she considered her Dad. Marie was a 1973
graduate of T.R. Proctor High School and furthered her education in later
years at SUNY Institute of Technology where she graduated with a Bachelor
of Arts degree in Sociology. At one time, she was married to Peter Cittadino
who was the father of her precious daughter. Marie’s social graces were
evident as she served as a Bartender and “Dispenser of Spirits” in various
East Utica restaurants.
