HUDSON, FL – Matthew W. “Matt” Kemp, Ret. NYSP Tpr., age 62, passed
away in the comfort of his home on Saturday, October 26, 2024, with his loyal
canine companion, Oscar, by his side. 

 

Born in Monticello, FL on November 13, 1961, Matthew was the son of the
late Frank and Josephine (Van) Kemp. As a young child, he and his family
relocated to Utica, where he attended local schools. 

Matthew always had a strong work ethic, beginning as early as his time in
high school. He served as a New York State Correctional Officer at Oneida
County Jail for many years. He then was appointed a Trooper with the New
York State Police on March 24, 1986. He spent his career in Troop T, but lastly
was assigned to the Schuyler Station prior to his retirement on April 24, 2002.
His service to his community fulfilled his lifelong interest in law enforcement.
His siblings remember his excitement to practice his moves on them while still
at home. 

 

Matthew possessed a very, very sarcastic sense of humor. However, at times
he could be stern with his words. Matt was a talented musician, being a
member of a band local to Utica. He would later become a solo saxophone
and clarinet player, spending many hours in his personal music studio. He
played many genres of music, and his style was an acquired taste. Matt will



also be remembered as a sports enthusiast, as he enjoyed dedicating his time
as an umpire for local sports organizations for people of all ages. In his later
years, he grew to become a very private man. 

 

Matthew’s family will never forget the fond memories made during their annual
Fourth of July gatherings in Florida. 

Matthew is survived by his daughter, Jessica Harris; and siblings, Alverdean
Robinson, Josephine Kemp, and Warren Kemp. He fondly remembered his
brother, Petty Officer Lorenzo Kemp, who preceded him on August 17, 1989.
He further leaves to cherish his memory many nieces and nephews, with
special mention to Dian Deas, and Warren Kemp, Jr.; cousins; and his black
lab, Oscar.
