She was proficient at playing classical piano pieces and had a
fondness for opera music. She was a communicant of St. John the Evangelist
Church in New Hartford, and St. Madeleine Sophie Catholic Church in
Guilderland, NY.

Nicolina is survived by her daughters and son-in-law, Anna Marie Robinson of
North Las Vegas, NV, and Cathy and Stephen Golas of Guilderland; her sons
and daughters-in-law, Jerome and Barbara Carchedi of Burlington, CT, and
Peter and Patricia Carchedi of Sauquoit; her grandchildren, Alexander "AJ"
Robinson, Matthew Robinson, Michael Robinson, Stephanie and Laura Golas,
Brian A. and Adam E. Carchedi, and Jenna Nicholson; and her many great-
grandchildren.
