Rafael Antonio Perez La Rosa, age 77, passed away unexpectedly on
Saturday, June 18, 2016 in the comfort of his home, as he would have
preferred.

Born in Caracas, Venezuela on October 24, 1938, Rafael was the son of the
late Ignacio Antonio Perez-Suarez and the late Adela Buenaventura (De La
Rosa) De Leon Perez. He was raised and educated in the Republica De
Ecuador High School in Caracas. At 17, he was encouraged by his father to
acquire a United States student visa to pursue higher education in New York
City. He attended the Latin American Institute where he graduated with a
degree in Accounting. Because of his outgoing personality, Rafael made
friends with many amazing people, in particular, Peter Manno who was his
roommate and a loyal, lifelong friend. After his schooling, Rafael returned to
Venezuela to be with his family. He held steadfast and loyal to his father and
worked alongside him in many endeavors and business ventures. As an
extremely wise and charismatic business man, he accepted a position as an
accountant and payroll representative for a company based in France. Well-
known for his sharp accounting skills, Rafael was asked to assist a company
that was on the brink of disaster due to faltering finances. Rafael accepted the
position with Alta Friccion Brake Parts Manufacturing Company. His expertise
made the company a viable, strong, and well-managed operation of which he
became a major stock holder. He then diversified the business which led to
the company’s long-standing success. In 1974 he courted Berlin Jordan-Flete



and on December 23, 1977 they married. Jordan was touched by his
gentlemanly ways and honorable lifestyle that he embraced to his very last
day. They made an admirable couple — he handsome and she beautiful. The
core of their blessed relationship was a bond of love and respect. As a
patriarch, Rafael wanted his family to know America, so in the summer of
1990 they embarked upon their first vacation in Disneyland and quickly made
it an annual family trip. They also journeyed to the Northeast and visited
historic cities and sites across the east coast. Rafael asked his eldest son
Henry if he wanted to follow in his father’s footsteps and begin his own
adventure in America, and in 1999 Henry enrolled in H.C.C.C. and resided
with the Manno family. As he acclimated to his new surroundings, he
continued his coursework toward his Associate degree in Accounting. In 2004,
Rafael’s second son Felix relocated to central New York where he lived with
his brother and enrolled in H.C.C.C. receiving his Associate degree in
International Business Management. In 2009 Rafael, Berlin, and their
youngest son Daniel who also attended H.C.C.C. and excelled in Radio and
TV Broadcasting, settled in Dolgeville.

Rafael believed in God and espoused that hard work was a blessing to any
person. He was always productive, at all times working, fixing, and repairing,
and he took pride in the way he handled his finances. He was a wonderful
provider and a great example of how to be thrifty while at the same time
selfless in his actions. He conducted his life based on values he learned from
his father and instilled those lessons in his sons. He left a wonderful legacy of
a life lived with humility. He advised his loved ones to “watch your pennies,
and the dollars will watch themselves” and he told them that “it doesn’t matter
how much you make, it's how you manage what you make”, daily words of
wisdom that guided his life. Rafael was a world traveler which brought him
great insight about people and traditions. He humbly admired the tapestry of
human heritage and culture.

Rafael was practical, resourceful, and creative. He reconstructed and
renovated their first house and called it home. It was a place of peace and



comfort during his final journey as his flame flickered and he entered into a
serene sleep.

Rafael is survived by his wife, Berlin; and his sons, Henry R. Perez-Jordan of
Crystal River, FL and fiancee Christine Edwards, Felix D. Perez-Jordan of
Miami, and Daniel Perez-Jordan of Tampa; and his mother-in-law, Elba Flete
of Italy. He also advised and loved his wife’s sister, Laura Marielba Luna, as a
daughter. “Nono” was the affectionate name given to Rafael by Marielba’s
son, Gabriele. He also leaves his brother, Felix Perez La Rosa of Venezuela;
his nieces and nephews, Romydell, Felix Jr., and Omar; great-niece Sara;
Walter and Adele and her son Nick; cousins, and his aunts Elba Bermedez,
and Hilda Borges; in-laws, and his lifelong friend, Deacon Peter Manno. He
was predeceased by his sister, Gladys Rockaford.
