Lastly, he worked in the Maintenance Department at the Federal
Building until 2010. Whether at work or at ease, Ron was spontaneous and
sensitive with people. He had a fun side and a compassionate nature which
made him a special and unforgettable man. He was always attentive and on
alert for the safety of the neighborhood children. He never missed the annual
festival at his parish, Historic Old St. John’s Church where he was known to
have a sausage and hot pepper sandwich followed by a cold beer. Ron kept



life simple. He appreciated music, especially jazz and blues, volunteered at
the Utica Boilermaker as a traffic director, was proud to have honorably served
his country, and was so joyful that he was a good husband and family man.
He was a member of the Utica Overseas Veterans, AM Vets, and American
Legion Post 229.

Ron is survived by his wife, Judy; his sons and daughter-in-law, Ronald N.
Michalowski I, and John and Amanda Michalowski; his daughter, Haley
Michalowski; and his grandchildren, Charisma; John Jr., and Makayla who he
adored. He also leaves many nieces, nephews, great-nieces, great-nephews,
cousins, in-laws Patty and Paul Lindsey, and Walt and Judy Cvetezar. He was
blessed with many friendships throughout his life with special mention of his
buddy Angelo Maggiore. He was predeceased by an infant brother; and his
sister Mildred Spann.
