Mrs. Thelma F. (Pape) Capuana, age 94, of Utica, passed away on Thursday,
January 19, 2012, in the comfort of her daughter and son-in-law’s home
surrounded by the love and support of her family.

On February 12, 1947 she
married Alfred “Fritz” Capuana with whom she shared 36 years until his
passing on March 18, 1983; they were devoted in their commitment to each
other and to family life.

She was
a good listener, a wonderful caretaker, and was always dependable. She
graciously accepted the changes that life and society presented her, and
refrained from being judgmental.
